AMONG THE GREEKS 

"The Chronos" (Times), a Greek newspaper 
printed in San Francisco, recently published an 
article regarding Mr. Cleanthe Vassardakis, at­
tributing to him -certcri:n a: hievemen s and dis­
tinctions to which he is not entitled. Articles 
of this sort offend the reader, produce a disa­
greeable impression, and are not in good taste. 

We are told, for example, that Mr. Vassar­
dakis, who hails from the Island of Samos, is 
or was a professor of history and political econ­
omy. Possibly he was or is, but there is no 
evidence of the alleged fact; indeed the testi­
mony available is all the other way. ''The Chro­
nos" also elevates the gentleman to the dignity 
of authorship on the score of certain volumes 
which he is said to have written, the truth being 
that such volumes, if they were ever issued by 
a publisher, never came from the brain or pen 
of Mr. Vassardakis. It would. absorb too much 
space of the Review to comment at length on 
the frivolous and silly laudation which "The 
Chronos" lavishes on its historical and literary 
protege, but it should be said with all needed 
emphasis that such flattery of a man to the ex­
tent of making him ridiculous, even in his own 
eyes, argues feebleness of mind rather than lack 
of critical power. 

One word in closing may be devoted to the 
claim made hv "The Chronos" that Mr. Vassar­
dakis was co~nected in some sort of official ca­
pacity with the University of Chicago. To show 
how untrue even this statement is we subjoin 

A few weeks ago a number of prominent 
Greek Americans met at the Athens Hotel in 
New York to discuss "the needs of Hellenes in 
America." Among those present was Mr. Ta­
tanis, who listened attentively to the discussion. 
Nearly all agreed that our Greek immigrants 
stand in need of a daily Greek newspaper, ''com­
plete in organization, clean and independent, cal­
culated to foster the national spirit, and keep 
its readers informed of the progress of this 
country so as to assist them to attain the success 
they are after." 

Mr. Tatanis took little or no part in the discus­
sion, but listened carefully to all arguments ad­
vanced. As a Greek told us, "he appeared en­
grossed in thought, and did not divulge his ideas 
upon the subject." But, within a few weeks ap­
peared a Greek newspaper called "The National 
Herald," with the simple statement "founded by 
P. P. Tatanis." In size it is about the same as 
the large American daily newspapers . Its cor­
respondents are among the most prominent men 
in Athens . Its telegraphic despatches are accu­
rate, and give sound information. It cost a 
large amount of money to install a paper like 
"The National Herald," but it is backed by a man 
of means, ability and brains. 

Speaking of it, Mr. J. Allan Dunn, B. A. B. S., 
remarks, "The establishment of 'The National 
Herald' marks the satisfaction of a long felt and 
of ten expressed desire by the Greeks of Amer­
ica for a jou rnal that should at once represent 
them with dignity, and serve them comprehen­
sively. . . . The aim of 'The National Herald' 
is not merely limited to the gathering and pres­
entation of what is essentially known as 'news.' 
That is its first purpose, to furnish all the news

111 attractive, reliable fashion by word and pic­
ture. Beyond that, its columns will contain ar­
ticles of educational value. To serve the Greeks 
in America is the ambition of its Publisher. 
Many special f ea tu res of entertaining character 
will be maintained, including the social and 
lighter sides of life. From time to time arti­
cles will be printed in English, in the wish to 
more firmly unite the ties between the nationali­
ties, and advance the interests of true American­
ism." 

We are pleased because "The National Her­
ald" secured the services of J. Allan Dunn, a 
man of learning and experience, and well known 
among journalists. 

The paper is well edited. Its articles show 
a·bility. It is racy, vigorous, progressive and 
clean. The Founder evidently believes in the 
old saying, "boutez en avant," or as Horace puts 
it, "vertigia nulla retrorsum." As a matter of 
fact, the Greeks here stood in great need of such 
a newspaper. There seems to be a close friend­
ship between it and its readers. There is an 
agreement in sentiment and feeling. It has al­
most from the beginning brought editors and 
readers into close relations. The Greeks regard 
it with a strong and tender affection. Everybody 
has a good word to say about it. "The National 

Herald" states facts as they are, it colors noth­
ing. Its editorials possess, as it were. a nobleness 
of mind. Its articles are also good-humored be­
cause of their sympathetic nature. The men 
connected with it show the right sort of experi­
ence. The paper aims also to teach and im­
prove; it is imbued with an active principle. 
Its pages are free from braggardism and chau­
vinism. There is manifest ability in its direc­
tion. Its makeup shows capacity. There is in­
tellectuality. Its management is rational. There 
is intuition, or the immediate perception of truth 
without conscious reasoning. Every line in it is 
in exact conformity with truth. It is unaffected. 
The truth is expressed openly and frankly. Its 
editors believe in "the truth, the whole truth, 
and nothing but the truth." It is also indepen­
dent. Its columns, in a word, are reliable, can­
did, and free from reserve.
